Roger Sherrard  

One day in 1992, Attorney Roger Sherrard received two 

separate communications from people who did not know 

each other. Both requested his assistance in helping post-

communist Albania establish a new constitutional 

government and judicial system. The very next day he had an 

appointment with a businessman from Everett who asked permission to 

change the agenda. He had just come from the Balkans, and wanted to 

tell Roger what he had learned about Albania.   
 

A decorated war hero and graduate of the US Military Academy at West 

Point, Roger knew marching orders when he heard them. In the 17 years 

since being called to service, Roger has made 38 (and counting) trips to 

Albania. In 1993, he met an Albanian Catholic Priest who had been 

incarcerated and tortured for refusing to renounce his faith. Roger asked 

him about influences of good and evil in his country. The priest 

reminded Roger that when raising a crop of wheat, you get the best 

yield by focusing on the healthy grain, not the weeds.

The early years brought Roger into contact with patriotic 

Albanian attorneys and judges who wanted to serve well, 

but lacked resources and training. When asked what they 

needed most, Roger was told such basics as òpaper on 

which to write decisionsó and òrules for conductó that 

went beyond a fist fight in the alley when parties 

disagreed. Roger introduced the ògolden ruleó, and it was 

quickly embraced by the òhealthy wheató as a protocol 

for dealing with each other within government, as well as 

between governments, and interactions between 

government and citizens. 
 

There were, however, òweedsó, who did not appreciate 

Rogerõs influence. A mysterious arson fire several years 

ago at Sherrard McGonagle, has long been rumored to 

have been instigated by Albanian operatives.  

Unfortunately for them, this did nothing to discourage 

the Sherrards. Numerous successful seminars on topics 

such as òequal justice under the lawó have been 

presented in Albania, with attendees including the 

President, Prime Minister, judges, attorneys, the US 

Ambassador and the Chairman of the Albanian 

Constitutional Court. Roger was one of four American 

attorneys to present, and the diversity of the four 

American judges included men and  women; African 

American, Hispanic, Norwegian, southern and east coast 

back grounds. This gave the topic of òequal justiceó 

additional meaning.

Joan was born and raised in Port Angeles, 

and is a third generation insurance 

professional.

Joan notes that both agencies 

In one seminar in 1994, Roger found out at the last 

minute that the 300 judges to be in attendance had been 

promised òrobesó. Having contacted numerous sources it 

was found that many churches no longer used their black 

choir robes. The US lawyers and judges speaking at the 

conference scoured churches around the country and 

came up short  94 robes. However, the last day of the 

conference a box with exactly 94 additional robes arrived 

in Albania, with the grantor of this gift remaining a 

mystery to this day. 
 

Roger and Katoo Sherrard have hosted over 100 

Albanian citizens in their Poulsbo home, including three 

visits from the Albanian Supreme Court. Having 

successfully launched a òtop ð downó program dealing 

with senior government officials, attention is now being 

focused on a non-governmental grass roots movement 

called Albanians for Integrity. Two former Presidents of 

Albania and the Former Chief Justice are being asked to 

take a leadership role. These men are noted for years of 

selfless service. Like Roger, they have learned that 

success in life isnõt measured by what is accumulated; but 

rather by fulfilling the purposes for which we were placed 

on this earth. EHL is proud to serve as professional risk 

advisors for the Sherrards personally, as well as for the 

firm of Sherrard & McGonagle, PS.

According to a nationwide analysis by one of our 

insurance company partners, one out of every ten 

water-damage claims can be traced back to a 

malfunctioning hot water tank or washing machine.

¾ Replace old water heaters. Water heaters do damage  

 when they get too old and the tank rusts and bursts.  

 Replace your tank once a decade. Today's energy- 

 efficient systems also will be less expensive to operate. 
 

¾ Stainless steel hoses: Inspect standard rubber or plastic  

 hoses used with washing machines, refrigerators and  

 dishwashers and consider replacing them with stainless  

 steel-braided or mesh hoses. Worn-out hoses with  

 kinks, cracks or bulges need to be replaced  

 immediately. A $10 braided steel hose can save  

 thousands. 
 

¾ Turn it off before you leave. Don't leave dishwashers  

 and washing machines running if you leave the house.
